1.82 lakh students in KKR

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Science Ministry team visits Hawaii
to take stock of telesc0pe prOJect

In a signal of renewed en-
thusiasm for a global scien-
tific project, an official de-
legation from the
Department of Science and
Technology visited Mauna
Kea, an inactive volcano on
the island of Hawaii in the
U.S.. to discuss “challeng-
es” to the Thirty Meter Te-
lescope (TMT) project, a
press release said.

The TMT has been con-
ceived as a 30-metre diam-
eter primary-mirror opti-
cal and infrared telescope
that will enable observa-
tions into deep space. It is
proposed as a joint collab-
oration involving institu-
tions in the U.S., Japan,
China, Canada, and India.
Indian participation in the
project was approved by
the Union Cabinet in 2014,
India expects to be a major

contributor to the project
and will provide hardware
worth $200 million.
Mauna Kea hosts multi-
ple telescopes. However,
upcoming projects have in-
vited local opposition on
the grounds that building
telescopes violates reli-
gious and cultural cus-
toms, with many of these
projects having been im-
posed upon the region
without addressing the
concerns of inhabitants.

Though permits for con-
structing the TMT were
availed, the Supreme
Court of Hawaii invalidated
them in 2015. Permissions
were restored in 2018,
though construction is vet
to begin because of cont-
nued local opposition.
There are plans to con-
struct the TMT at an alter-
nate site, with the Observa-
torio del Roque de los
Muchachos (ORM) on La
Palma in Spain’s Canary [s-

lands seen as the next best
choice.

In 2020, Ashutosh Shar-
ma, the then-Secretary of
the DST told The Hindu,
“We would like the project
to move to an alternate site
if all the procedures and
permits there are in place.
The difficulty is that even if
construction [in Mauna
Kea] were to go ahead,
there could be future agita-
tions.” However, it is not
clear whether India’s views
have changed.

“The Mauna Kea site is
the world’s best for astro-
nomy. Discussions are on
to see how best the project
can go forward with con-
sensus and support of the
local people. Hopefully, a
decision on the site should
be firm in the next-two
years,” Annapurni Subra-
mantan, director of the In-
dian Institute of Astrophys-
ics (LAP), told The Hindu.



Google to add more real-money game

apps on Play, charge

New Delhi, 12 January

Google has announced plans to
allow more real-money gaming
(RMG) apps, including those not
covered under a licensing frame-
work, on its Play Store (aka Google
Play} in India, Mexico, and Brazil
this year. The technology giant
will also charge a service fee for
these apps.

“Based on the learnings from
the pilots and positive feedback
from users and developers, Google
Play will begin supporting more
RMG apps this year, including
game types and operators not cov-
ered by an existing licensing frame-
work,” the company said on Friday.

The “expanded RMG support”
will be launched in June for devel-
opers in India, Mexico, and Brazil,
with plans to extend the service to

Google is also planning to roll
out a service fee model for sub-
scription and in-app purchases for
real money games. While the com-
pany did not disclose the details of
the new fee, it currently charges a

However, Google says that the
service fee is applicable when a
developer sells digital goods or
services in their app.

“Today, only 3 per cent of devel-
opers in India sell digital goods or

aservice fee

services and therefore would need
to pay a service fee. For the vast
majority of developers, our fess are
15 per cent or less — the [owest rates

of any majorapp store — duztothe

range of pricing programimes

Google Play offers.”

This development comes at a
time when Indian RMG firms are
grappling with a 28 per cent blanket
tax on online gaming. Previously,
skill gaming platforms paid an 18
per cent GST on platform fees, also
Kknown as gross gaming revenue
(GGR). The new rules, which came
into effect from October 1, do not
distinguish between games of skill
or chance.

In 2022, Google launched a pilot
programme enabling the distribu-
tion of daily fantasy sports (DFS)
and rummy apps to users in India.
This programme ended on
September 28, 2023.



DRDO successtully tests
next-gen Akash missile

The Indian Air Force has bought five units of the missile

New Delhi, 12 January

The New Generation Akash (Akash-NG) mis-
sile, being developed by the Defence Research
and Development Organisation (DRDO), was
on Friday successfully flight tested from the
integrated test range (ITR), Chandipur, off the
Odisha coast.

“The flight test was conducted against a
high-speed, unmanned aerial target at a very
low altitude. During the flight test, the target
was successfully intercepred by the weapon
system and destroyed. (The test) has validared
the functioning of the complete weapon sys-
tem consisting of the missile with indigenous-
ly developed radio frequency seeker, launcher,
multi-function radar and command, control
and communication systems,” said the DRDO
after the test.

“The system’s performance was also vali-
dated through the data captured by a number
of radars, telemetry and electro-optical track-
ing systems deployed by ITR, Chandipur,”
it said.

The Akash surface-to-air missile (SAM) is
one of the early successes of the DRDO’s
Integrated Guided Missile Development
Programme (IGMDP).

The Indian Air Force (IAF) has already
bought five units of the Akash for defending
its airfields in the Northeast from enemy light-
er aircraft.

The army bought two units of Akash and
ordered another two. The Akash-NG is a major
improvement over the older Akash. _

Its weight has been halved 1o 350 kilogram
(kg) from the Akash's 700 kg. _

The lighter Akash-NG flies up toan altitude
of 25 km and has a range ot 30 krn:flmgniﬁf:an[
improvement over the Akash's altitude ceiling
of 20 km and its range of 25 km.

The Akash-NG detects, tracks and shoots
down enemy aircraft in seconds.

The surveillance radar detects enemy fight-
ers al ranges out to 80 km and initiates the
launch sequence.

By the time the enemy aircraft is 50 km
away, the Akash-NG's computers have calcu-
lated the launch trajectory and impact point
and launched the missile. Within a minute,
the missile reaches the impact point 30 km
away and strikes the target.

After she graduated. they married and Bar-
bara lovally supported her husband during
his many diplomatic postings, including
Delhi. to which he was supposedly assigned
by the state department.

In many ways, they were the typical
Western diplomats: reasonably well paid,
hospitable and always interested in their
local friends. Barbara, with her thick-
rimmed glasses, used to laughingly dismiss
her “dull professional life” as an occasional
secretary at various US embassies. Harrv
rarely spoke about his work.

What neither revealed was how they
were the eves and ears of the Central Intel-
ligence Agency or CIA in Delhi.

During the Second World War, both had
served with the US Office of Strategic
Service, the CIA's predecessor. Barbara,
like Harry, was a much-respected intelli-
gence professional. In New Delhi, her quiet
demeanour masked a razor-sharp mind
and sense of humour that always helped
put guests at ease.

The Rositzkes’ son, Brock, was one of my
best friends. Before he went to Woodstock
school in Mussoorie, he taught me how to
ride his bike in Chanakyapuri and 1 intro-

Zhou Enlai, who changed his mind at the
last minute and took a different flight.

Fast forward to the present day. The once-

- secretive CIA operations have given way to
- a more open diplomatic landscape. Tens of

thousands of Indians now travel to the US
annually, pursuing opportunities and con-
tributing to the global industry
The once-hidden identity of the CIA station
chief is now public knowledge. A top-level
Indian official with access to classified doc-
uments is the father of a senior state de-
partment staffer in Washington; however,
US officials insist that no conflict of inter-
est is involved in such a case.

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TECH JOB SEEKERS
BETTER FOCUS ON
GROWING SEGMENTS

HE vear 2024 has not started on an inspiring note for the
tech world. Most global giants such as Google, Amazon
and Microsoft are restructuring their manpower needs
and sacking employees. Thousands of tech employees
have been rendered jobless in the last few weeks. Most
companies squarely blame the progress in Al for the rejig,
while some others admit that a dwindling clientele has made
such a move unavoidable. A recent report said Google was plan-
ning to “reorganise” its 30,000-strong ad sales unit, as its recent
advances in Al were making many jobs redundant. It has al-
ready let go of nearly 12,000 employees last month in the biggest
job cut in Google’s history, with employees from the voice as-
sistance, engineering and hardware departments getting the
thickest cuts. New Al tools introduced by the company appar-
ently suggest and create new ads without any intervention by
humans; the ads are said to be more “result-oriented”. Mean-
while, in India, IT leaders have kicked off the earnings season
with weak numbers. The year ahead looks extremely challeng-
ing for them as a tough macro environment is likely to force
international clients to spend cautiously. Leading domestic
start-ups such as Flipkart and Paytm have joined the job-cut-
ting spree; Paytm was the first in 2024 to announce layofis, fir-
ing nearly 1,000 employees to cut costs.
India, which produces an increasing number of software

engineers year after year, hopes it is a temporary phenomenon.
The latest data from tech staffing company TeamLease Digital

suggests that hiring by the IT industry may continue to be
muted in 2024. The domestic industry, which typically absorbs
over 20 percent of the nearly 15 lakh engineering graduates
every year, is likely to end up with half of it in the current fi-
nancial year. Many companies have reduced their campus hir-
ings this year as they are struggling with a demand decline in
key markets such as the US. Reports suggest that several thou-
sand freshers who bagged jobs with IT services companies are
still facing onboarding delays.

Vanishing tech jobs may exacerbate India’s already-troubled
unemployment scenario in this election year. The only silver

lining is that there is still demand for graduates with knowledge

of data science and analytics, cybersecurity, Al, machine learn-
ing and blockchain. We may have to make India’s talent pool
ready for the new challenges thrown down by the IT industry.
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Robust revenues
Strong direct tax receipts create a fiscal
cushion and room for more reforms

ith little under a quarter left in the fi-
w nancial year 2023-24, the government
has met nearly 81% of its direct tax

collection target. At 214.7 lakh crore, direct tax in-
flows net of refunds, as of January 10, were 19.4%
higher than a year ago. Economists believe the
exchequer’s net direct tax kitty will end up sur-
passing the Budget estimate of ¥17.2 lakh crore by
about a lakh crore if not more, with the full-year
growth settling at around 18%. With Goods and
Services Tax inflows also likely to beat the Budget
math and non-tax revenues bolstered by a gener-
ous dividend from the central bank, overall reve-
nues are likely to go beyond Budget hopes des-
pite a relatively tepid intake from excise duties.
Within direct taxes, corporate taxes have grown
12.4% while personal income taxes have yielded
27.3% higher revenues and this dichotomy may
persist in coming years with the number of in-
come-tax returns filed this assessment year hit-
ting record levels (8.2 crore by December 31).
The healthy revenue uptick and appreciable
widening of the tax filing base offers some com-
fort for the government’s fiscal consolidation
hopes going forward, amid apprehensions that
this year’s deficit target of 5.9% of GDP may be
missed by a small margin. It also creates room for
the Centre to undertake more reforms in taxation
with a focus on simplifying it further for corpo-
rates and individuals. For instance, the multiple
withholding tax rates for firms, that often lead to
disputes, can be minimised to a handful of lower
rates, if not one. Tax deduction and collection at
source (TDS and TCS) rates, including the much-
debated levy to track overseas spends, may be
brought down a few notches — the taxman can
continue to derive intelligence from them, irres-
pective of the rates. The new exemption-less per-
sonal income tax regime with lower rates and pa-
perwork is gaining traction. Yet, the government
can mull some mechanisms to nudge people into
better life choices aligned with public policy
goals that can also deepen financial markets and
strengthen macro-fundamentals — encouraging
retirement savings and health insurance, for in-
stance. The 18% GST levy on health insurance
must also be reconsidered, even as a broader ra-
tionalisation of GST rates is awaited. as it entails
significant costs for lower- and middle-income
households who face a real risk of slipping into
poverty in the aftermath of a health-care crisis
for a single member. Finance Minister Nirmala
Sitharaman has signalled the Interim Budget
2024-25 will have no spectacular moves, so a re-
peat of the 2019 pre-election exercise that re-
Jigged income-tax slabs may be unlikely. But the
revenue buoyancy must enthuse policymakers to
keep more reform options on the table for the
new government to consider.
