Now, the purview of the university is
confined only to Kalaburag) district af-
ter the government's decision 1o start
new universines. Gulbarga University
has been reeling under 70% shortage
of teaching and non-teaching s1aff. The
recruitment is not taking place despite
aproposal senttothe government. The
new universities are continuing to func-
tion like PG centres due to staff short-
age and infrastructure problems.
The previous government had an-
nounced the establishment of eight
new universities in Karnataka in-

cluding one in Koppal and Bidar. The

These universities have
been started with a new concept in a
smaller space with limited human re-
sources and reduced expenses. But,
the development of these universities
has been in doldrums after the new
Congress government scrapped NEP
1o formulate state-specific education
policy. The government has appointed
vice-chancellors and registrars without
providing proper infrastructure.,

Bidar University
The government has sanctioned 322
acres and 18 guntas of land for Bidar
Umiversity at Halhallli village to func-
non n its old PG centre. It has also
appomted vice-chancellor and regis-
trar (evaluaton). The authorities have
been conducung academic activities
for the last eight months including
the adoussion process. The university
has 124 colleges of the district under
is jurisdiction apart from BEd and PG
courses. But it is funcuoning with the
help of 56 guest lecturers and waiting
for government grants for infrastruc-
wre development including building,
hostels, guest house, classroom, police
station, post office and hospital.

“The higher education minister has
assured 10 provide grants in a phased
manner. We are functioning with out-

sourced non-teaching staff and will
appointmore guest lecturers based on
student strength in the first year. UGC
hasaccorded 2F status to the university
and we have five years tenure to get 12B
status after the recruitment of the full-
fledged faculty,” said Bidar University
Registrar (evaluation) and in-charge
ofadministration Parameshwar Naik P.

Pointing out that the university has
also submitted a proposal to KKRDB
to grant financial allocation of Rs 269
crore for the infrastructure develop-
ment, the registrar claimed that it is
difficult to run the university without
adequate teaching and non-teaching
staff.

Koppal University
Vijayanagara Sri Krishnadevaraya
University (VSKU) in Ballari was es-
tablished by the government in 2010
with 120 affiliated colleges offering
both undergraduate and post-gradu-
ate programmes. [t was set up to make
higher educanon both qualitative and
affordable to the students of the region
as it is considered economically and
educationally backward compared to
national and the state average. Now,
Koppal University has been established
with the affiliation of 45 colleges which
were under VSKU earlier.

Koppal University is functioning
in Government Engineering College

colleges in the region. - Raichur University Vice-Chancellor Harish Ramaswamy.
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building at Talakal village and 1t will
be shifted to the permanent building
constructed in Koppal after all basic in-
frastructure is provided. The admission
process for under graduation courses is
already completed in the main campus
including the PG centre in Yalburga.
The teaching and non-teaching staff
from the parent university in Ballar
will be transferred to Koppal. A total of
84 vacancies have been identified and
these staff will move to Koppal based on
the requirement in a phased manner.
“Itrequires some time to build a full
fledged campus of the university as
the government is required to follow
some procedures. The salary grants
have already been released and devel-
opmental grants are under process.
We have been granted membership
of All India Universities Association
apart from 2F recognition from UGC.
Higher educanon is essennal for em-
powering Kalyana Karnataka where
the message of social justice prevails.
Therefore, it is the responsibility of all
of us to strengthen the higher educa-
tion in the region,” Koppal University
Vice-Chancellor B K Ravi said.

Raichur University

Raichur University, which has start-
ed courses from the academic year
2020-21, requires separate buildings
for administrative and examination
blocks. The university is also going to
start certificate and diploma courses.
Therefore, inadequate classrooms are
continuing to haunt the students of the
university which has 110 colleges under
its jurisdiction. Vice-Chancellor Harish
Ramaswamysaid thatitis difficulttorun
the universities without proper grants as
there is an urgent need of hostels apart
from laboratory. “We need allocation
of Rs 20-30 crores immediately for the
infrastructure development of the uni-
versity,”hesaid. He urged the KKRDBto
earmark 10% of its o
funds for the devel- |
opment of higher
education in Kalya-
na Karnataka.

he Health Department

I will soon blacklist the

firm running the dialy-

sis centres in Karnataka and

revamp the process to provide

better services. The decision to

blacklist was taken followin ga

protest by the workers at these
centres.

Health and Family Welfare
Minister Dinesh Gundu Rao
said that the government was
also considering the centres
with the health department
staff instead of outsourcing
the administration.

“We have called new tenders
to run these centres on a pub-
lic-private partnership (PPP)
model. The companies will
havetoinvestin machineryand
run the facilities. However, we
are not sure how it will work.”
he said.

He added that the govern-
ment needs to reduce the
dependence on such organi-
sations. “How long can we de-
pend on such organisations?
We need to think of alterna-
tives if these organisations are
not working to the required
standards. We may have to
invest and run them with our
staff, The Health Department
1s also thinking along these
hines,” he said.

As the protests by close to

600 workers who work at the
122 dialysis centresthat are he
Ngrunacross the state contin
ued. aworker who had arrived
n the city from Bidar tried to
commit suicide on Saturday.
He was rushed to the Victoria
Hospital and is said to be out
of danger,

Rao said that the depart-
ment was trying to solve the
workers’ issues. “We have
seen that the staff are not paid
for over two months now and
they have not been given ESI
and PF benefits. While we have
worked ourwaytorelease their
salaries immediately, the ES] |
and PF benefits cannot be giy- |
en by the government since
theyworkunderan outsourced
firm. We will now blacklist the
firm and write to ESI and PF,”
he said.

Though the Health Depart-
ment officials have been nego-
tiating with the workers, the
protestors refused to relent
unlessallthedemandsaremet.

“They have agreed to pro-
vide us with the pending sala-
ries and other benefits. How-
ever, they have not agreed to |
provide us with job security.
We have been working for
nearly eight years now and
have ensured that the centres
are operational during the
Covid. After the new tenders, |
if the new company throws us |
out, we are left with nothing in
hand. Hence, we demand that
the government provide us
job security,” a member from |
the Karnataka State Dialysis |
Workers’ Union said.

The protest has affected
nearly 3,500 patients who
depend on these centres for
freatment.

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NCLAT upholds NFRA orders on
DHFL auditors, dismisses appeals

THE National Company
Law Appellate Tribunal
(NCLAT) has upheld the
National Financial Re-
porting Authority’s
(NFRA) orders on

DHFL branch audi- ff . 4

tors, dismissing the
appeals and finding no
error in the decisions.

The NCLAT empha-
sised the importance of giving
effect to the NFRA orders,
stating that it is crucial to in-
form the public and assist
them in making sound finan-
cial decisions. .

NFRA had imposed fines of

Z1 lakh each on 18 auditors of
DHFL in October. Out of the 18
auditors, 14 were barred for a
period ranging from six
months to one year due to mis-
conduct in branch audits.
DHFL was accused of
fraud amounting to
231,000 crore, with its
directors facing alle-
gations of banking
fraud totalling nearly
Z4,000 crore. It saw four

of its auditors challenging the
NFRA order. These auditors,
who were penalised and a one-
year debarment, denied any
wrongdoing and questioned
the NFRA’s jurisdiction over
audits conducted prior to its

establishment, as the audit in
question pertained to the five-
year period until 2018-19.
NCLAT further clarified
that the NFRA possesses retro-
spective jurisdiction to initiate
proceedings against auditors
or audit firms, even for audits
conducted prior to the NFRA
coming into force. The NCLAT
stated that there was no viola-
tion in NFRA orders due to the
non-constitution of divisions.
‘It also highlighted that the
NFRA holds significantly
more powers and authority
over professional misconduct
of members of the Institute of
Chartered Accountants of In-

dia (ICAI).

Can manufacturing regain mojo?

Low base effect, benign input cost, festive season demand may support the sector in Q3

THE manufacturing sector in
the second quarter sprang a
surprise with a double-digit
growth, helping the economy to
put up a robust performance.
The sector gross value addi-
tion (GVA) grew at 13.9% year-
on-year (YoY) in real terms in
the second quarter of the cur-
rent financial year (Q2FY24) as
against 4.7% in the previous
quarter. The sector was one of
the main drivers of growth in
@2, when the economy grew at
1.6% (real term), much higher
than the estimated 6.8-7%.
The growth in the sector,
along with other industrial sec-
tors, has stoked a sense of opti
mism with analysts and ex.
perts hoping the GDP to grow
at 7% in FY24 instead of 6.5%
predicted by the RB1. Though
some analysts believe the bump
up in manufacturing in Q2 was
largely due to low base effect
the manufacturing GVA in
Q2KY23 fell by 3.8%. Many feels
private investments have taken
off, and the shift away of the
global supply chains from Chi
na has begun to bear firuits for
Indian manufacturing sector.
As per Rumki Majumdar,
economist, Deloitte India, dou-
ble-digit growth in the industry
sector, mainly in manufactur
img and construction, 1s sug-
gesting businesses raised pro-
duction to meet pent-up
demand just before festivals.

“So far, the partial deck of
growth indicators for October
demonstrate continued
strength. Consumption indica.
tors (like vehicle sales, diesel
sales, bank credit growth, rail-
way passenger traffic and con-
sumer goods import growth)
have picked up,” says the re-
port. However, the consump-
tion growth has largely been
driven by higher income urban
households. The rural con-
sumption remains a worry.
Sunil Kumar Sinha, Princi-
pal Economist & Senior
Director - Public Finance, In-
dia Ratings and Research, says
the below par growth in agri-
culture sector implies the rural
demand is under stress, which
is preventing consumption de-
mand to be broad-based. “The
same is getting reflected in the
subdued sales of FMCG prod-
ucts in the rural areas.

try’s third National Commu-
nication which has been ap-
proved by the Union Cabinet

and will soon be submitted to
the United Nations.
Submission of such docu-
ments is obligatory for India
because of being a party to the
UN Framework Convention
on Climate Change (UNFCCC)
and the Paris Agreement. The
first two National Communi-
cations were presented to the
UNin 2004 and 2012.
According to the latest one,
India’s GDP between 2005
and 2019 expanded with a
cumulative annual growth
rate of nearly 7%, whereas the
emissions grew at a CAGR of
about 4%, suggesting the rate
of emission increase is lower

India head coach Fulton seems to have ticked all the boxes so far. With less than eight months to
go for Paris Olympics, Kalyanl Mangale takes a look what makes his approach work, the role of
Upton and how two-way communication has helped players excel under him and more...

“H's been tough be-
cise we had three big tourna
ments, ineluding qualification
or the Olymples, so 1t wasn't
easy I'm glad that we have got
the qualification. I have learned
1ot nbout how things work in
Indin, specifically within the
taining environment and the
squad. So that's good informa-
tion poing forward ™

The 48 year old South Afrd
can started his stint in May
this yenr and one of the earliest
additions to his conching staff
wns his fellow countryman,
mental health and condition-
g coach, Paddy Upton. Fulton
holleves Upton's inclusion
helped the Indian team deal
sith expectations and, at the
come time, gave the national
team coach enough space 1o
onild trust between coaching
staff and players. “With Paddy,
it just helps some of the players
1o become a little bit more men-
tilly aware that they can ask
questions. He has given them
mental skills to help deal with
cortadn expectations. Playing
hockey in India is totally differ-
ent from playing hockey out
Ade of India. It's two different
worlds. So there are two differ-
vnt skill sets that you need to
manage,” he added.

All those inputs from Upton
helped in more than one way.
With the Asian Champions
| rophy at home, players were
wall prepared to handle the
pressure, but more important
v 1hey were more open to ask-
iy questions. The doors of
cotversation under Fulton
opened both ways and it helped
them build that trust within
the group earlier in his stint as
a coach. “(Building trust),
that's part of my DNA as a
conch I we don’t have that, we
don't have anything really. So
there was nlways that need o
build up that trust, first by

bringing in good staff, which
helped the players realize what
environment we were trying to
create and then they can feel
the trust within it. And obvi-
ously, there needs to be healthy
competition as well to move
forward.

His approach has been
well received by the play-
ers as well, Krishan
Pathak, India’s goal- g3
keeper had nothing but
praise for the coach when
he spoke with the daily be-
fore the senior national tourna-
ment. “He has been supportive
from the get-go, He 1s very com-
municative with players and
seeks feedback from us and
that has helped us. Even before
starting these tournaments, he
told us that we were going to
approach the tours step-by-
step.

mentioned.

The stepping stones Fulton
mentioned include the five na-
tions tor starting in Spain start-
ing from 15 December, which
will include the likes of France
and World Cup finalists, Bel-
gium and Germany. It would
certainly pose a big challenge
for Fulton's team, but that is
where the team will be tested in
the foreign conditions. At the
same time, it will be another
test of Fulton's ‘Deep Defence’
approach, which he believes
has provided India with
more options than before.

“I think it's given them
another way to play and
[ think that's important
because vou need a few
different levels and a few
different wayvs of
playing different
opposition. I'm
not saying eve-
ryone plays the
same way. So
certain teams,
you can play
that same way,
no problem, but
in the case of other
¢ teams not. And as
long as we have that
variability in our
game and game
plan and the guys
feel confident to
do it, then it
makes sense. \We
have shown In
the last three
months that it's
starting to take

shape, but we need to just con-
tinue the process.”

The process Fulton has been
so keen on doesn't stop with the
Five Nations tournament or
even with the Paris Olympics.
With the FIH Pro League in
February 2024, where India will
face the likes of the Nether-
lands and Australia, he believes
the ambition of the team will
help them achieve another goal
of directly qualifying for the
2026 World Cup. “The thing I
like the most is the ambition of
the group. They want to
progress and do more. And we
have a golden opportunity todo
it now, but it's not just about
Paris. | need to say it as well be-
cause there's more. The winner
of the Pro League qualifies for
the World Cup straight away. So
that's 2026. So there will be
some plavers that are in the
squad that won't play in Paris
that will be eligible and proba-
bly ready to play the next cycle.
So it's always about knowing
where vou are but having a goal
through a goal.”

This ‘having a goal through a
goal' mantra even continued
during the senior national
tournament, when Fulton con-
ducted a coaching session for
head.coaches of state units dur-
ing the tournament, where he
spoke about strategic game
management to the score, effec-
tive player management con-
sidering the demanding sched-
ule and many other aspects.
For those coaches of the state
unit, it was the highlight of
their time in Chennal. "As a
player and coach of national
teams, he has been exceptional.
We got that clarity on how we
should better our training ses-
sions or playing methods
through interactions. So once
the national-level players go to
India camp or play for India, he
doesn’'t have to work too much
with them. The players already
know what they are required to
do. Hockey is changing rapidly
and our learning never stops.
